Guidelines for Writing a Summary of Achievements 

The length of the summary should not exceed 200 words. The contents of the summary are to be presented in the following order (as applicable, of course):
· Education, doctoral studies, postdoctoral training
· Date at which you joined the Technion, faculty, promotions
· Chair positions (if applicable)
· Research fields, research activities
· Publications, patents, conferences, journal editorial roles
· Mentorships
· Roles in the scientific community, visiting roles, fellowships, honorary fellowships, etc.
· Activities in industrial/hi-tech sector   
· Awards received
· Positions held at the Technion
